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Daichidoron

Daichidoron is a commentary of Makahannya-Haramitu-Kyo
in Ishiyama-Dera-lssai-Kyo which is transcribed in A.D.734.
It consists of 100 volumes and Shimane University Library
holds two books: Vol.62 (rolled book) and Vol.67 (folding
book). In A.D.858, Haku-ten, a kind of punctuation mark, was
added to the text. Daichidoron is valuable historical material
to know how people had translated Chinese Language into
Japanese Language in that era. It was designated as
Tangible Cultural Properties of Shimane Prefecture in 1966.
