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Graduation Certificate from
von Siebold

A doctor Nishiyama Sunao, who is from Ogiwara-mura in
Kando-gun (Currently, Ogitochi-cho, Izumo-shi), studied
medical science at Narutaki Juku in Nagasaki from 1825
through 1826. Shimane University Library holds 3 items
related to him, the first is the graduation certificate to
Nishiyama from Siebold, handed by Minato Choan, the
second is the Tahan Tsukanjo and the last is the Shumon
Shojo. The Tahan Tsukanjo and the Shumon Shojo were a
thing like a passport. The similar graduation certificates are
only left at Waseda University (given to Oka Taian) and at
the Siebold Memorial Museum (given to Ko Ryosai).
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
