In 1638, Matsudaira Naomasa who was a grandson of
Tokugawa leyasu became the feudal lord of the Matsue
domain after the Horio clan and the Kyogoku clan. The
Matsudaira clan had succeeded Matsue domain until the
Meiji Restoration. The map is presumed to be drawn
approximately from 1825 to 1851 from some information such
as the place of an office. It shows information of Matsue
Castle Town during the latter part of the Edo period.
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
